You can hear it, you can know it, you can even
speak it before you really “get it.”

In today’s gospel reading, two men are walking along
recounting all that has gone on in their world and are
surprised when another man joins them who asks
them what they are discussing. They question, “Are
you the only visitor to Jerusalem who does not know
of the things that taken place there in these days?”
And even though they tell him of all these amazing
events: from their hope that this Jesus would be their
redeemer, through the crucifixion, and on to the
stories of his resurrection, they are still not sure what
they believe ... they are still downcast.

They are standing right there with Jesus, but they are
prevented from recognizing him. Isn’t it interesting
that the writer uses the word “prevented”? So what
might have been preventing them from recognizing
Jesus in their midst? Could it have been simply the
overwhelming nature of the events that they had
seen and heard? Perhaps they couldn’t reconcile
what they had seen and heard with what the world
says can't be true.

Last Saturday our soon to be confirmed teens spent
a day in retreat and part of the talk was about the
Gifts of the Spirit, especially knowledge and
understanding. We talked about how you can “know”
about something from books or a class or from
personal experience, but that it might take some
time, or some event, that brings that knowledge to a
deeper level called understanding; you need the gift

of an “aha!” moment.

For those two disciples, that moment came when
they sat at table with Jesus, and “he took bread, said
the blessing, broke it and gave it to them.” In that
moment they remembered that action and
recognized Jesus in it.

Every time we gather together and celebrate the
Eucharist we enter into that moment for ourselves.
Pray that moment will continue to open your own
eyes and bring our knowledge of Christ into an ever
deepening understanding of who Christ is and what
he does for us.

Our young people are taking a momentous step in
their lives, to confirm for themselves the promises
their parents made for them when they were little.
They are learning to look for and to recognize those
moments that will deepen their awareness of all the
gifts God gives and strengthen their faith so that they
can learn to walk more closely in Christ’s path with
the power of the Holy Spirit into this world that needs
their gifts so badly.

We need their gifts and they need us to share ours
with them. Let us continue to walk this path together
as our hears burn within us, as we recognize Christ
and one another in the breaking of the bread and the
sharing of it.

El sabado pasado, nuestros adolescentes que
pronto se confirmaran pasaron un dia de retiro y
parte de la charla verso sobre los Dones del
Espiritu, especialmente el conocimiento y la
comprension. Hablamos de cémo se puede "saber"
sobre algo en los libros, en una clase o por
experiencia personal, pero que puede llevar algun
tiempo, o algun acontecimiento, que lleve ese
conocimiento a un nivel mas profundo llamado

comprension; se necesita el don de un momento
“jajal".

Para aquellos dos discipulos, ese momento llego
cuando se sentaron a la mesa con Jesus, y "tomoé el
pan, pronuncio la bendicion, lo partio y se lo dio". En
ese momento recordaron esa accion y
reconocieron a Jesus en ella.

Cada vez que nos reunimos y celebramos la
Eucaristia entramos en ese momento para
nosotros. Rezad para que ese momento siga
abriendo vuestros propios 0jos y lleve nuestro
conocimiento de Cristo a una comprension cada
vez mas profunda de quién es Cristo y de lo que
hace por nosotros.

Nuestros jovenes estan dando un paso
trascendental en sus vidas, para confirmar por si
mismos las promesas que sus padres les hicieron
cuando eran pequenos. Estan aprendiendo a
buscar y reconocer esos momentos que
profundizaran su conciencia de todos los dones que
Dios da y fortaleceran su fe para que puedan
aprender a caminar mas de cerca en el camino de
Cristo con el poder del Espiritu Santo en este
mundo que tanto necesita de sus dones.

Nosotros necesitamos sus dones y ellos necesitan
que compartamos los nuestros con ellos. Sigamos
recorriendo juntos este camino mientras nuestros
corazones arden en nuestro interior, mientras
reconocemos a Cristo y nos reconocemaos unos a
otros al partir el pan y al compartirlo.
