A Reflection |

St. Paul reminds us that there is no greater love than
the love of Christ: “...while we were still sinners
Christ died for us.” (Romans 5:6-11)

In today’s gospel, we hear the words: "The harvest is
rich, and the laborers are few." (Matthew 9:37)

This gospel always reminds me of Mario, my late
husband. Sometimes | would say, “Mario, look, there
is no catechist for one of the classes, and we start
classes in a few days.” He would turn to me and say,
“You own the show, no, right? Put things in the
hands of our Lord.” And the rest is history. The Lord
always sends workers to His fields.

Golden wheat rising high, swaying in the wind. Ripe
fruits making the branches of trees hang low. Jesus
used these images to describe people who were
prepared to hear and respond to his message of
forgiveness and love. He also used the image of a
flock of sheep — lost, threatened and confused — to
describe the crowds following Him.

"And how can they believe in Him of whom they have
not heard? And how can they hear without someone
to preach?" (Romans 10:14) Jesus came as the
shepherd who would never abandon His people, but
even during His earthly ministry, Jesus could not be
physically present to everyone. Then, as now, He
called on the workers to go to the fields and be His
hands and His mouth.

Spiritual harvesting is complicated. It means going
out into a world that is hostile to God. It means

It means opposing social structures that transgress

proclaiming freedom to people who are bound by sin.

God's commandments. Are you willing to get your
hands dirty? Are you willing to endure opposition so
that others can receive the good news that has set
you free? “Without cost you have received; without
cost you are to give.” (Matthew 10:8)

It's time to venture out! Ask the Holy Spirit to guide
you to people who have a willing heart. Remember
that you are only His instrument and that God is in
charge. Don't look down on the little things. Even a
few kind words or an act of charity done in Jesus'
name can have a powerful effect. You will encounter
difficulties and experience your own weakness, but
prepare to be amazed by what the Lord of the
harvest can do through you!

Refugees and Asylum Seekers

The members of the support team are grateful to the
more than 30 parishioners who donated household
items and money to set up a household for a Haitian
family seeking asylum in our community. Much has
occurred since our last update:

+ On May 23, the family (Mom, Dad, and three-year
-old and four-year-old boys) moved out of an ex-
tended-stay hotel in Skokie and into a two-
bedroom coach house in Andersonville. The own-
ers of the coach house, who live on the property,
offered the coach house to the family rent-free for
six months. This connection was a huge “miracle”
for the family.

+ Our call to action produced a rapid response.
Donated household items were sorted, packed,
and moved into the coach house within a week’s
time. A special shout-out to Pat McCourt for of-
fering his van for moving bigger pieces of furni-
ture.

+ A core team are continuing to “walk” through the
process of locating social service support and le-
gal representation, enrolling children in summer
activities and the local public school, teaching the
family about public transportation, finding potential
employment opportunities, and so forth.

What You Can Do

The core team needs more volunteers to help the fam-
ily with errands and appointments. If you can spend a
few hours a week assisting the family, please let
someone on the support team know The first few
months are critical times for new families with much to
learn and much support needed as they grow more
independent in their new home. Any help that you
can give will be a great gift to the family.

+ Un equipo central continua "caminando" a través
del proceso de localizar apoyo de servicios socia-
les y representacion legal, inscribir a los nifios en
actividades de verano y en la escuela publica local,
ensefar a la familia sobre el transporte publico,
encontrar posibles oportunidades de empleo, etc.
