A Reflection

He said to them, “Unless | see the mark of
the nails in his hands... and put my hand into
his side, | will not believe.”

- John 20:25b

My grandmother used to say to me, “Don’t be a
doubting Thomas.” She had an unquestioning faith,
but I, like so many people, always wanted concrete,
literal proof.

Today we hear the gospel story of the disciple
Thomas, who wouldn’t believe in the resurrection
based only on the testimony of others. Even after all
that had been seen and heard, after all that had been
written, even some of those closest to Jesus had
doubts. This is true for us too.

Many signs and wonders were shown to the
apostles. Many signs and wonders take place in our
lives every day. Jesus continues to reach out his
hands to us, to meet us where we are, especially in
our unbelief. In his mercy, he offers us forgiveness
and love. And when we reach back, when we trust in
that mercy, we can find strength as those first
disciples did, and our lives become part of the story
of signs and wonders that testify to the glory of God.

Read and re-read the closing line of today’s Gospel.
“Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of

his disciples that are not written in this book. But
these are written that you may come to believe that
Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and through this
belief you may have life in his name.” Look around
you; keep your eyes open to the signs that occur
daily in your presence. Continue your journey to an
ever-deepening trust in the truth and mercy of Christ,
so that you may share your conviction with others
who doubt.

All-powerful God, you have shown us many signs
and wonders. In the power of the Holy Spirit, grant us
faith in your Son and the desire to continue to grow
in service to you and to your people. We pray for this,
as we pray for all things, in the name of Jesus. Amen.
