A Reflection

He said to her, “Daughter, your faith has
saved you. Go in peace and be cured of your
affliction.”

- Mark 5:34

We have an intriguing group of Scripture passages
today. A Wisdom reading proclaims, “God did not
make death.” Then in 2 Corinthians, Paul describes
God’s generosity toward us in Christ who “became
poor... so that by his poverty you might become
rich.” Paul also sets forth “equality” as a very high
value in God’s eyes—those who have are to share
with those in need. But it is the Gospel that gives us
some richly human stories, stories of faith in
desperate circumstances.

Imagine the woman with hemorrhages over many
years, who had spent “all she had” on doctors, to no
avail. Her condition was one that rendered her
“unclean” and condemned her to a life outside her
community. What did she see in Jesus that
emboldened her to approach him, believing that if
she could even just “touch his clothes,” she could be
made whole? She was at the end of her rope (How
many of us have been there? | know | have), but she
reached out to Jesus, and she was not disappointed.

That encounter happened while Jesus was on his
way to the home of Jairus, whose 12-year-old

daughter was not only gravely ill, but according to
those reporting, had died. Imagine her parents’
feelings as Jesus exhorted them to not be afraid, but
to “just have faith.” He entered the room
accompanied only by the child’s parents and Peter,
James, and John. We know the story: he raised the
child to life. Imagine her parents’ joy!

We know, of course, stories do not always end like
this. llinesses are not always cured. Children, or
others too young, are taken in spite of prayers and
pleading. But the invitation (and challenge) to have
faith—faith in Jesus, in God’s ultimate goodness—is
always there.

Una reflexion

Jesus la tranquilizo, diciendo: “Hija, tu fe te
ha curado. Vete en paz y queda sana de tu
enfermedad”.

- Marcos 5, 34

Hoy tenemos un intrigante grupo de pasajes de las
Escrituras. Una lectura de la Sabiduria proclama:
"Dios no hizo la muerte". Luego, en 2 Corintios, Pablo
describe la generosidad de Dios para con nosotros
en Cristo, que "se hizo pobre... para que vosotros 0s
enriquecierais con su pobreza". Pablo también
establece la "igualdad" como un valor muy alto a los
ojos de Dios: los que tienen deben compartir con los
necesitados. Pero es el Evangelio el que nos ofrece
algunas historias ricamente humanas, historias de fe
en circunstancias desesperadas.

Imaginemos a la mujer con hemorragias durante
muchos afos, que habia gastado "todo lo que tenia"
en médicos, en vano. Su enfermedad la convertia en
"impura"y la condenaba a vivir fuera de su
comunidad. ¢ Qué vio en Jesus que la animo6 a
acercarse a €l, creyendo que si tan solo podia tocar
el vestido", podria recuperarse? Estaba al limite de
sus fuerzas (;cuantos de nosotros hemos estado en
esa situacion? Sé que yo si), pero se acerco a Jesus
y Nno quedo decepcionada.

Aquel encuentro tuvo lugar cuando Jesus se dirigia a

casa de Jairo, cuya hija de doce afos no solo estaba
gravemente enferma, sino que, segun los informes,
habia muerto. Imagina los sentimientos de sus
padres cuando Jesus les exhorté a no tener miedo,
sino a "solo tener fe". Entro en la habitacion
acompafnado Unicamente por los padres de la nifia y
por Pedro, Santiago y Juan. Conocemos la historia:
resucitod a la nifa. jImaginense la alegria de sus
padres!

Sabemos, por supuesto, que las historias no siempre
terminan asi. Las enfermedades no siempre se
curan. Los nifios, u otros demasiado jovenes, son
llevados a pesar de las oraciones y las suplicas. Pero
la invitacion (y el reto) de tener fe—fe en Jesus, en la
bondad ultima de Dios—siempre esta ahi.

Haiti Microlending

Eighteen years ago, St. Nicholas
Church learned about Kolektif
Finansman Popile (KOFIP)
through parishioner Anna
Boekstegen. KOFIP is a Haitian
non-governmental organization
(NGO) that sponsors savings
groups called mutelles de
solidarité throughout Haiti. What
was then called the St. Nicholas
Sharing Committee gave funds to
KOFIP, allowing the NGO to hire a local
organizer and bring mutuelles to northern
Haiti for the first time. Today in the north,
there are 246 mutuelles with 6,874
members and collective savings of over
$158,000.

Now, through our St. John XXIIl Peace and Justice
Committee, we have a new parish-wide project to
support savings groups in the Anse-Rouge region of
Haiti. In addition to the recent devastating political
crisis, Anse-Rouge has experienced extensive
drought. We aim to supply two pigs, 10 goats, 30
chickens, and 525 pound of corn seed to 15
mutuelles in Anse-Rouge.

With this project, we remember Anna Boekstegen and
honor her lifetime of dedication and service to the
causes of peace, justice, and opportunity throughout
the world.
