A Reflection

They said, “Where did this man get all this?
What kind of wisdom has been given him? ...
Is he not the carpenter, the son of Mary?”

- Mark 6:2b, 3a

The prophets of Israel were sent for one of two
reasons: to comfort the troubled or to trouble the
comfortable. Some were better at one than the other.
Jesus mastered both.

Two lines stand out in today’s readings: “They shall
know that a prophet has been among them” (first
reading), and, “A prophet is not without honor except
in his native place ...and in his own house” (gospel
reading). Both verses say less about the prophets
themselves than about the people to whom they are
sent—namely that they’re stubborn, rebellious,
ungrateful, and closed hearted.

Cognizant of the people’s “obstinate hearts,” God
rouses Ezekiel to go to the Israelites, whose history
of disobedience is well known. “Whether they heed
or resist,” they shall know one thing: that Truth was
spoken in their midst, that a flame was lit and placed
on a high hill for them to see. Even if the people stop
their ears and shut their eyes, they’ll not be able to
deny this: a prophet has been among them. The
Truth has visited them. Light has shone over them.

After that, claiming ignorance is impossible, because
prophets’ words leave a mark. They brand us
whether we want them to or not. Prophetic words
can be ignored, but they can’t be unheard. We can
hate prophets, laugh at them, or mock their audacity,
but their words hang over us.

In today’s splintered world, many voices compete for
our attention. Some we like, others we don’t. In
Jesus’s case, it was his own family and townspeople
that he scandalized. Despite his wisdom and “mighty
deeds,” his familiarity closed their minds and hearts
to him. This shocking lack of faith limited his mighty
deeds. If faith is a conduit of God’s grace, then we
need to seek sources and voices that nourish our
faith and open our hearts to the Lord of Life who,
familiar or not, dwells in our midst.

Se preguntaba con asombro: “;Doénde
aprendié este hombre tantas cosas? ... ;Qué
no es éste el carpintero, el hijo de Maria”?

- Marcos 6, 2b. 3a

Los profetas de Israel eran enviados por una de dos
razones: para consolar a los atribulados o para
molestar a los comodos. Algunos eran mejores en
una que en otra. Jesus dominaba ambas.

Dos frases destacan en las lecturas de hoy: "Sabran
que un profeta ha estado entre ellos" (primera
lectura), y: "No hay profeta sin honra sino en su lugar
de origen... y en su propia casa" (evangelio). Ambos
versiculos hablan menos de los propios profetas que
del pueblo al que son enviados, a saber, que son
testarudos, rebeldes, desagradecidos y cerrados de
corazon.

Consciente de los "corazones obstinados" del
pueblo, Dios incita a Ezequiel a dirigirse a los
israelitas, cuya historia de desobediencia es bien
conocida. "Hagan caso o se resistan”, una cosa
sabran: que la Verdad fue dicha en medio de ellos,
que una llama fue encendida y colocada en una
colina alta para que la vieran. Aunque la gente tape
sus oidos y cierre sus 0jos, no podran negarlo: un
profeta ha estado entre ellos. La Verdad les ha
visitado.

Después de eso, es imposible alegar ignorancia,
porque las palabras de los profetas dejan huella. Nos
marcan queramos o no. Las palabras proféticas
pueden ser ignoradas, pero no desoidas. Podemos
odiar a los profetas, reirnos de ellos o burlarnos de
su audacia, pero sus palabras se ciernen sobre
nosotros.

En el fragmentado mundo de hoy, muchas voces
compiten por nuestra atencion. Algunas nos gustan,
otras no. En el caso de Jesus, escandalizé a su
propia familia y a la gente del pueblo. A pesar de su
sabiduria y de sus "proezas", su familiaridad les cerro
la mente y el corazon. Esta escandalosa falta de fe
limita sus poderosos actos. Si la fe es un conducto
de la gracia de Dios, entonces tenemos que buscar
fuentes y voces que alimenten nuestra fe y abran
nuestros corazones al Sefor de la Vida que,
conocido o0 no, habita en medio de nosotros.

The Diocese of Long Xuyen, Vietham

Next weekend, our parish will welcome

Fr. Vincent Tuan Vu from the Diocese of Long
Xuyen, Vietnam. Fr. Tuan Vu will preside over the
5 p.m. Vigil Mass at St. Mary, the 8 a.m. Mass at
St. Mary, and the 10:30 a.m. Mass at St. Nicholas.
At all Masses, we will hold a special collection for
the Missionary Catholic Appeal (Mission
Cooperation Plan) to benefit the Long Xuyen
Diocese. In preparation for this visit and appeal,
Fr. Vincent Lam Nguyen, Long Xuyen Missionary
Catholic Appeal Coordinator, has shared with us
the following profile of his diocese.

The Diocese of Long Xuyen covers two provinces of
An Giang and Kien Giang plus parts of two districts
that belong to the City of Can Tho. This region is
located in the most south-western corner of Vietnam
in the Mekong Delta that shares a border with
Cambodia.

The Long Xuyen Diocese currently has over 236,213
faithful among approximately 4.2 million people, or
5.58%, lower than the national average. It spreads
out to 196 parishes in a region of about 6,500 square
miles. We currently have 337 priests, including 35
religious ones, about 367 religious sisters, 133
religious brothers, 122 seminarians, 166 preparatory
students, and nearly 1,634 catechists.

In 1954, the population of the faithful in this area was
about 30,000. That was before the influx of the
Catholic political refugees from North Vietnam moving
into this fertile farming land. The official church
records indicate that the above number increased to
93,739 in 1964. Again, we are caring for over
236,000 faithful today.

Vietnam’s population nationwide is shifting from
countryside to more industrial cities or further into
isolated rural lands. The latter is of our most concern,
since many Catholics are migrating away from their
home parishes to the new land where there are
neither churches nor catechetical schools.

The Long Xuyen Diocese has to build up to 5 chapels
and many classrooms each year to accommodate
these new Catholic Communities. We also must train
many new catechists and evangelization volunteers
for our efforts of the New Evangelization.

El préximo fin de semana, nuestra parroquia
dara la bienvenida al P. Vincent Tuan Vu, de la
diocesis de Long Xuyen, Vietnam. El P. Tuan Vu
presidira la misa de vigilia de las 5 p.m. en Santa
Maria, la misa de las 8 a.m. en Santa Mariay la
misa de las 10:30 a.m. en San Nicolas. En todas
las misas habra una colecta especial para el
Campaia Catélico Misionero (Plan de
Cooperacion de la Mision) en beneficio de la
diocesis de Long Xuyen. En preparacion de esta
visita y del llamamiento, el P. Vincent Lam
Nguyen, Coordinador de la Campafa Catolica
Misionera de Long Xuyen, ha compartido con
nosotros el siguiente perfil de su didcesis.

La Didcesis de Long Xuyen cubre dos provincisa de
An Giang anh Kien Giang mas partes de dos distritos
que pertenecen a la Ciudad de Can Tho. Esta region
esta ubicada en la esquina mas al suroeste de
Vietnam en el delta del Mekong que comparte
frontera con Camboya.

La diocesis de Long Xuyen actualmente tiene mas de
236,213 fieles entre aproximadamente 4.2 millones
de personas 0 el 5.58%, por debajo del promedio
nacional. Se extiende a 196 parroquias en una region
de aproximadamente 6,500 millas cuadradas.
Actualmente contamos con 337 sacerdotes, incluidos
35 religiosos, unas 367 relogiosas, 122 seminaristas,
166 estudiantes preparatorios y cerca de 1,634
catequistas.

En 1954, poblacion de fieles en esta zona era de unos
30,000. Eso fue antes de la afluencia de refugiados
politicos catolicos de Vietnam del Norte que se
trasladaron a esta fértil tierra agricola. Los registros
oficiales de la iglesia indican que el numero anterior
aumentd a 93,739 en 1964. Una vez mas, estamos
atendiendo a mas de 235,000 fieles en la actualidad.

La poblacion de Vietnam en todo el pais se esta
mudando del campo a ciudades mas industriales o
mas hacia tierras rurales aisladas. Esto ultimo es lo
gue mas nos preocupa, ya que muchos catolicos
estan emigrando de sus parroquinas de origen a la
nueva tierra donde no hay iglesia ni escuelas de
catequesis.

La diocesis de Long Xuyen tiene que construir hasta

5 capillasn y muchas aulas cada a afo para albergar
a estas nuevas comunidades catélicas. También
debemos capacitar a muchos nuevos catequistas y
voluntarios de evangelizacion para nuestros esfuerzos
de Nueva Evangelizacion.
