A Reflec .

Note: This reflection is based on the readings for
the 28th Sunday in Ordinary Time—particularly
Mark 10:17-30, the Sunday gospel. During this
weekend’s Masses, you will hear the readings for
the Feast of St. John XXIII.

Jesus looks upon the youth with love, because he
senses the impending tragedy: the boy will say no.
Still'in the grip of his possessions, he will turn his
back on the greatest treasure of all.

The lens of the first reading helps us see what the
youth could not: Wisdom, identified with God, is
preferable to “scepter and throne.” “In view of her,”
even gold and silver are reduced to mud. The text
calls us to “prefer her” to all the riches of the world.

The youth has kept the commandments and even
pondered eternal life. He seeks out Jesus to do even
better. But he can’t imagine that Wisdom is the
bringer of “all good things.”

His vision isn’t keen enough; he fails to see that his
earthly riches—and his clinging to them—are what
narrow the Kingdom'’s ‘door’ to the size of a needle’s
eye.

The disciples are understandably startled by Jesus’s
reversal of the Old Testament understanding that
wealth and treasure signify God’s approval. “Then

who can be saved?” they ask.

One well-known tradition identifies “the eye of the
needle” as a small gate used at night when the main
gate was closed. During the day, camels could easily
enter the main gate. But at night, they would have to
surrender their load and crawl on their knees to pass
through the “eye of the needle.” St. Anselm observed
that a rich person can enter heaven but only if, like a
camel, he or she gets down on their knees and
surrenders the load of sins and ‘treasures’ to which
they cling.

The gospel offers this rich imagery for any of us
journeying toward the eternal kingdom. If we use
wealth, prestige, power, or anything other than our
status as sons and daughters of God to find our self-
worth, then one day, we too will need to get down on
our knees and humbly surrender the baggage that
has claimed us if we hope to negotiate the narrow
gate that leads to eternal life.

Una reflexion

Nota: Esta reflexion se basa en las lecturas del
XXVIII Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario, en particular
en Marcos 10,17-30, el evangelio. Durante las
misas de este fin de semana, se escucharan las
lecturas de la fiesta de San Juan XXIII.

Jesus mira al joven con amor, porque presiente la
tragedia inminente: el muchacho dird que no.
Aferrado a sus posesiones, dara la espalda al mayor
de los tesoros.

La lente de la primera lectura nos ayuda a ver lo que
el joven no podia: La sabiduria, identificada con Dios,
es preferible al “cetro y al trono”. El texto nos llama a
preferirla a todas las riquezas del mundo.

El joven ha guardado los mandamientos e incluso ha
reflexionado sobre la vida eterna. Busca a Jesus
para hacerlo aun mejor. Pero no puede imaginar que
la Sabiduria es la portadora de “todos los bienes”.
Su vision no es lo suficientemente aguda; no logra
ver que sus riquezas terrenales -y su aferramiento a
ellas- son las que estrechan la “puerta” del Reino al
tamano del ojo de una aguja.

Es comprensible que los discipulos se sobresalten al
ver que Jesus invierte la idea del Antiguo Testamento
de que la riqueza y el tesoro significan la aprobacion
de Dios. Dicen: “Entonces, ¢quién puede salvarse?”

Una conocida tradicion identifica “el ojo de la aguja”
con una pequefa puerta que se utilizaba por la
noche, cuando la puerta principal estaba cerrada.
Durante el dia, los camellos podian entrar facilmente
por la puerta principal. Pero por la noche, tenian que
entregar su carga y arrastrarse de rodillas para pasar
por el “ojo de la aguja”. San Anselmo observo que
una persona rica puede entrar en el cielo, pero solo
si, como un camello, se pone de rodillas y entrega la
carga de pecados y ‘tesoros’ a los que se aferra.

El Evangelio ofrece esta rica imagen para cualquiera
de nosotros que viaje hacia el reino eterno. Si
utilizamos la riqueza, el prestigio, el poder o cualquier
otra cosa que no sea nuestra condicion de hijos e
hijas de Dios para encontrar nuestra autoestima,
entonces un dia nosotros también tendremos que
arrodillarnos y entregar humildemente el equipaje
que nos ha reclamado si esperamos cruzar la puerta
estrecha que conduce a la vida eterna.

Our parish is gifted with so much talent: men and
women, young people and older people, LGBTQ+
people and straight people—people who are actively
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involved in and passionate about our faith community
and who give up so much of their time and energy for
the life of the parish.

Everybody has
a preferential place in our parish.

As a sacrament of God’s infinite love, Pope Francis
reminds us that “a small step, in the midst of great
human limitations, can be more pleasing to God than a
life which appears outwardly in order but moves through
the day without confronting great difficulties... What
shines forth is the beauty of the saving love of God made
manifest in Jesus Christ, who died and rose from the
dead” (Fiducia Supplicans, |V, para. 43).

Life Ministry, and | am grateful for the parishioners who
have stepped forward to lead this important effort. | have
encouraged them to continue to raise awareness about
life issues.

At the same time, | believe that the parish needs to
approach topics like human sexuality with sensitivity and
compassion, drawing on the views and experiences of a
wide set of parishioners.
