As the year draws to a close—and with it, the 2024
election—there’s a palpable sense of angst in the air.
Divisions and tensions seem to be widening, and for
many, the future feels uncertain. In times like these,
this Sunday’s gospel offers a profound message:
Love God with all your heart, soul, mind, and
strength, and love your neighbor as yourself. God is
deeply personal and relational, inviting us into an
intimate relationship that grounds and transforms us.

Just as the scribe approached Jesus seeking
guidance in his own uncertain times, we too seek

As John Lennon once imagined a world of peace
without boundaries or divisions, we too can envision
what our world might look like if we all took Jesus’
words to heart. Imagine if we genuinely loved our
neighbor, regardless of their political leanings or
background, as we love ourselves. Imagine us
allowing God’s perfect love to flow through us,
dissolving fear and replacing it with a deeper trust
that, in the end, all will be well.

Imagine if, in these politically charged days, we let
God's peace replace fear, grounding ourselves in
God’s love and allowing it to transform the energy we
invest in fear, anger, or mistrust into peace and
compassion.

This love doesn’t mean passivity or disengagement.
It means approaching each person with a heart open
to understanding and care. It's about rooting
ourselves in love, trusting that the same God who
calls us to love our neighbors is the same God who
holds the future. Now is the moment to live the
Gospel of Jesus with all our heart, soul, mind, and
strength, and to love our neighbor as ourselves.

And as we do, may we find hope—not in naive
optimism, but in the deep conviction that love, in the
end, will prevail. No matter what tomorrow holds,
God’s love holds us, our country, and the world. And
that is a future we can trust.

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Black Catholic History Month

In 1990, the National Black Catholic Clergy Caucus of
the United States designated
November as Black Catholic
History Month: a time of prayer
for all saints and souls of Africa
and the African Diaspora. The
Black Catholics of St. John XXIII
Parish endeavor to recognize
the goals of the Black Clergy
and inform the congregation of
the richness of Black Catholic
faith and spirituality.

Currently, there are six African

American candidates being considered for sainthood
by the Catholic Church. These candidates, sometimes
called the Saintly Six, are the Venerable Mary Lange,
Augustus Tolton, Henrietta Del.ille, and Pierre
Toussaint, and Servants of God Julia Greeley and
Thea Bowman. To date, the Catholic Church has not
canonized an African American. Pope John XXII|
canonized Martin de Porres of Peru in 1962.

During November, posters of the Saintly Six will be
present on both campuses with information about
their saintly lives.

Asylum Seekers Ministry

Over a year has passed since our parish began
supporting new migrant families through grants from
Catholic Charities and Refugee One.

Four support teams are accompanying three asylum-
seeking families and one refugee family.

+ A couple from Venezuela with a toddler, who have
just relocated to the third floor of an apartment in
Englewood

+ A single parent from Syria with 3 children, who
recently moved from Rogers Park to Skokie

Our grant money is limited; most of the funding is
earmarked for rental payments. The rest is used for
food, medical costs, transportation, and legal fees.
