| have always been drawn to the image and
symbolism of the Holy Family. Most likely, this is
because it looks similar to my immediate family: my
husband and | have one son, an only child. | am
intrigued that great portions of Jesus’ young life were
not really written about in Scripture. So much of the
Holy Family’s daily experience of living together as a
family is not really shared. We can only imagine what
their day-to-day family life was like; those imaginings
can help us appreciate the human-ness of their
connections.

| so clearly remember having the same experience
described in this gospel of “losing” my son once. He
must have been four or five and found it fun to “hide”
under the clothing racks at Target. The panic was
real. Even though it didn’t last very long, | remember
being relieved and then a bit angry once he was
safely located. Today’s gospel hit home when Mary
says, “Son, why have you done this to us?” Jesus’
answer—"Did you not know that | must be in my
Father’s house?”—seems to diminish any reasonable
cause for worry or anxiety on Mary’s part. How could

she interpret that response?

This gospel also introduces the idea that family life is
a gift from God to be respected—a communion of
love described as the Most Holy Trinity. In this, each
person has respect for each other, gives selflessly to
each other, and receives each other in their totality. If
only it was so simple.

| am blessed with a close-knit family, but that doesn’t
mean we don’t struggle to live that expectation of
true familial love every day. Coming from a loving
family, with parents and grandparents that valued
and modeled respect, compassion, forgiveness,
generosity, and kindness toward each other, gave
my siblings and me a roadmap to try and live in our
own families as Mary, Joseph, and Jesus lived. I'm
grateful for that every day. | also work hard at it every
day. May the Holy Family provide guidance and
inspiration to us all.

Su madre conservaba en su corazon todas
aquellas cosas. Jesus iba creciendo en
saber, en estatura y en el favor de Dios.

- Lucas 2, 51b-52

Siempre me han atraido la imagen y el simbolismo de
la Sagrada Familia. Lo mas probable es que sea
porgue se parece a mi familia inmediata: mi marido y
yo tenemos un hijo, hijo unico. Me intriga el hecho de
que gran parte de la vida de la juventud de Jesus no
estuviera realmente escrita en las Escrituras. Gran
parte de la experiencia cotidiana de la Sagrada
Familia en su convivencia familiar no se comparte
realmente.

La respuesta
de Jesus—*“; No sabian que debo ocuparme en las
cosas de mi Padre?”—parece disminuir cualquier

motivo razonable de preocupacion o ansiedad por
parte de Maria. ;Como se sinti6?

Este evangelio también introduce la idea de que la
vida familiar es un don de Dios que hay que respetar:
una comunion de amor descrita como la Santisima
Trinidad. En ella, cada persona se respeta, se da
desinteresadamente y se recibe en su totalidad.
Ojala fuera tan sencillo.
