In today®s readings, we witness the public, liturgical 

reading of God®s word which, in each instance, 

evokes an emotional response from the listeners. 

The gospel ends just before the p̄raise of all° turns 

to violent rage against Jesus. Ezra fares better. 

Having gathered the people, even the children, he 

rains upon them the sacred words of t̄he law.° 

Israel had recently returned from Babylonian exile. 

The Hebrews were rebuilding not only the city of 

Jerusalem but also their identity as God®s People, a 

people bonded less by blood than by their embrace 

of God®s law given to them through the prophet 

Moses. For fifty-some years they fasted from the food 

of God®s word. Now, newly freed, they gather early 

for a solemn service to soak in that sacred word. 

The Hebrews® distinctive notion of the Law allows 

them to receive it not as a burden, but as a gift that 

brings liberation. Their response is far removed from 

contemporary attitudes that might weep over the law 

because of its burdensome weight rather than its 

beauty. The Hebrews joyfully āmen° their willingness 

to be guided by the law. Their hands will rebuild 

Jerusalem®s damaged walls, but only God®s word can 

rebuild their damaged lives, their wounded hearts, 

and their crippled faith. 

Ezra and Nehemiah®s ceremony includes 

proclamation, explanation, worship, and response. 

Catholic worship does the same: we proclaim and 

explain, we offer Christ in worship to the Father, and 

we go forth to turn our daily lives into our āmen.° 

If, like the Hebrews, we believe God®s law is a gift 

that frees us to embrace God®s will and that God®s 

will leads to everlasting life, then we will understand 

why Jesus identifies Love with obedience. In John 

14:15, Jesus says, Īf you love me, you will keep my 

commandments.° And 1 John 5:3 says, F̄or the love 

of God is this, that we keep his commandments. And 

his commandments are not burdensome.° 

Hmmm. Not what we would expect. But when does 

the gospel conform to our expectations?

En las lecturas de hoy, somos testigos de la lectura 

pĕblica y litĕrgica de la palabra de Dios que, en cada 

caso, evoca una respuesta emocional por parte de 

los oyentes. El Evangelio termina justo antes de que 

la ālabanza de todos° se convierta en violenta ira 

contra Jesĕs. A Esdras le va mejor. Tras reunir al 

pueblo, incluso a los niČos, lee la l̄ey° sagrada. 

Israel acababa de regresar del exilio. Estaban 

reconstruyendo tanto la ciudad de JerusalĄn como 

su identidad como pueblo de Dios, unido no tanto 

por la sangre como por su adhesiĎn a la ley que Dios 

les habĈa dado a travĄs del profeta MoisĄs. Durante 

cincuenta aČos ayunaron del alimento de la palabra 

de Dios. Ahora, reciĄn liberados, se reĕnen para 

empaparse de esa palabra sagrada. 

La peculiar nociĎn que los hebreos tienen de la Ley 

les permite recibirla no como una carga, sino como 

un don que trae la liberaciĎn.

Sus manos 

reconstruirün los muros daČados de JerusalĄn, pero 

sĎlo la palabra de Dios puede reconstruir sus vidas 

daČadas, sus corazones heridos y su fe paralizada. 

La ceremonia de Esdras y NehemĈas incluye 

proclamaciĎn, explicaciĎn, adoraciĎn y respuesta. El 

culto catĎlico hace lo mismo: proclamamos y 

explicamos, ofrecemos a Cristo en adoraciĎn al 

Padre, y y salimos a vivir nuestro āmĄn°. 

Para entender por quĄ Jesĕs identiĜca Amor con 

obediencia, debemos creer lo que creĈan los 

hebreos: que la ley de Dios es un don que nos libera 

para abrazar la voluntad de Dios, y la voluntad de 

Dios conduce a la vida eterna.
