He
reminds us that Jesus calls us to an encounter that
“takes place with the people of God, in its concrete
history, in its living traditions: in the temple,
according to the law, in the context of prophecy, in
young and old together” (Homily of Pope Francis,
February 2, 2019).

How do we see Jesus using our own parish
community to draw people together to encounter
him? How can we make this encounter more alive?

A Reflection

“My eyes have seen your salvation, which
you prepared in the sight of all the peoples:
a light to reveal you to the nations.”

- Luke 2:30-32a

For those who don’t know me, | am a Franciscan,
specifically a Franciscan Sister of the Sacred Heart.
Franciscans hold a Church-accepted, alternative,
minority view of “atonement” and “incarnation,” both
of which come together in today’s readings.
Franciscans hold that God became human in Jesus
as God'’s love for us, NOT as a response to sin.
Some say that Jesus coming was not a “plan B” in
response to our sinfulness. We believe that Jesus
coming as human was always the plan of God—
Jesus is the fullness of creation, the actual reason for
creation (Colossians 1:15-20; John 1:1-15). Jesus’
birth, life, death, and resurrection is God’s love for us
amongst us. We humans needed to see God’s love
lived in our flesh so that we would believe in that
love, especially in times of struggle, pain, and dying.
Some people re-look at “atonement” and see
“at-ONE-ment.” One with us: such is the love God
has for us.

Certainly Jesus did not need to “earn” heaven. And
our faith is that nothing we do can make us worthy or
deserving to receive it: we are adopted children—

heirs—and fullness of life is already God’s promised
gift to us. We can only lose eternal life, not earn it.
We live in thanksgiving, in Communion (at-one-
ment), in Eucharist.

Jesus is our messenger, refining us by his teachings
and by His life example of trusting God’s love, even
as He suffered to the point of crucifixion. He is our
high priest, helping all the many of us who suffer—
“Why is this cancer, this deportation, this violence,
this... happening?” He is the SALVATION Simeon
awaited and met in the temple. His challenge to us:
Lift up your gates. Let the King of glory, of Love,
enter.

Sr. Christina lives in Evanston
and ministers as part of the
leadership team for her
community, the Franciscan
Sisters of the Sacred Heart.

Una reflexion

“Mis ojos han visto a tu Salvador, al que has
preparado para bien de todos los pueblos;
luz que alumbra a las naciones.”

- Lucas 2, 30-32a

Para quienes no me conozcan, soy franciscana,
especificamente Hermana Franciscana del Sagrado
Corazon. Los franciscanos sostienen un punto de
vista alternativo, minoritario y aceptado por la Iglesia
sobre la “expiacion” y la “encarnacion”, que se unen
en las lecturas de hoy. Los franciscanos sostienen
que Dios se hizo humano en Jesus como amor de
Dios por nosotros, NO como respuesta al pecado.
Algunos dicen que la venida de Jesus no fue un “plan
B” en respuesta a nuestra pecaminosidad. Creemos
que la venida de Jesus como ser humano fue
siempre el plan de Dios: Jesus es la plenitud de la
creacion, la verdadera razon de la creacion
(Colosenses 1:15-20; Juan 1:1-15). El nacimiento, la
vida, la muerte y la resurreccion de Jesus es el amor
de Dios por nosotros entre nosotros. Los seres
humanos necesitabamos ver el amor de Dios vivido
en nuestra carne para creer en ese amor,
especialmente en tiempos de lucha, dolor y muerte.
Eninglés, “enmienda” se escribe “at-one-ment”. “At
one” se traduce como “uno con”. “Ment” implica un
estado de ser. Algunos vuelven a ver “atonement” (la
enmienda) como “At-One-ment” (ser uno con

nosotros). Uno con nosotros: tal es el amor que Dios
nos tiene.

Ciertamente, Jesus no necesitod “ganarse” el cielo. Y
nuestra fe es que nada de lo que hagamos puede
hacernos dignos o merecedores de recibirlo: somos
hijos—herederos—adoptados, y la plenitud de vida
ya es el don que Dios nos ha prometido. Sélo
podemos perder la vida eterna, no ganarnosla.
Vivimos en accion de gracias, en Comunion, en
Eucaristia.

Jesus es nuestro mensajero, que nos refina con sus
ensefianzas y con su ejemplo de vida de confianza
en el amor de Dios, incluso cuando sufrié hasta la
crucifixion. El es nuestro sumo sacerdote, ayudando
a todos los muchos que sufrimos: “;Por qué sucede
este cancer, esta deportacion, esta violencia,
esto...?” El es la SALVACION que Simedn esperaba
y encontré en el templo. Su desafio para nosotros:
Levanta tus puertas. Dejad entrar al Rey de la gloria,
del Amor.

When a child is born with disabilities? When statues weep and paintings bleed? When the
universe seems completely random?

On March 1, 2025, the Newman Forum’s “What Really Happens When...” conference will
gather high school students at the University of St. Mary of the Lake to discover the
fascinating realities of everyday and misunderstood scientific, historical, literary, and
religious topics. Students will meet with presenters and discuss the wonders of science,
the lessons of history, the beauty of literature, and the mysteries of faith.

The conference will have three sessions of “lightning-round” talks, where students can
choose a talk based on their own interests. Then, after lunch, we will hold “Office Hours,”
where students can bring their own questions to the presenters in an informal
environment.
