A Reflection

When Simon Peter heard that it was the
Lord, he tucked in his garment, for he was
lightly clad, and jumped into the sea.

-John 21:7b

On the third Sunday of Easter, we see the disciples
carrying God's message in three ways: evangelizing,
praising, and serving.

The first reading shows the apostles being
reprimanded and flogged by the chief priests for
proclaiming the joy of Jesus’ resurrection. Yet,
moved by the Holy Spirit, they continue to speak the
truth. Like them, the Lord calls us today to be
defenders of the Christian faith and to evangelize in
our daily lives, bearing witness to the infinite love of
the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

The second reading invites us to praise God, to
recognize His immense greatness and say: “To the
one who sits on the throne and to the Lamb be
blessing and honor, glory and might, forever and
ever. Amen.” Each of us can praise God through our
own lives: by singing, by painting, by practicing
sports, by sharing a smile, or by performing simple
acts of love and charity that ignite faith in others. God
has a plan for each of us and places people along
our path so that we may be instruments of His love.

Today, we also remember the legacy of Pope Francis
(may he rest in peace), who for 12 years taught us to
reach to the peripheries; to accompany the youth,
the poor, and the marginalized; and to live the
Gospel through dialogue and mercy. In today’s
gospel, Jesus asks Peter, “Do you love me?” and
entrusts him with caring for His people. Likewise, we
are called to trust in God, cast our nets, and
shepherd His flock.

Let us pray for the cardinals who will choose a new
Pope. Let us ask the Holy Spirit to guide them. Let us
also pray for the pastors of St. John XXIII, who are
facing uncertain times. May God guide all events
according to His will.

Thank you, Pope Francis, for your witness of love,
service, and joy.
