A Reflection

“The Advocate, the Holy Spirit, whom the
Father will send in my name, will teach you
everything.”

- John 14:26a

Have you ever sat at home waiting for the mail to
arrive with an important letter? Maybe you were
expecting word about a job interview or a written
report on your health. Recently, you may have been
waiting to see whether the smoke in Rome would be
black or white. Today'’s first reading from Acts recalls
another time when people were waiting in great
expectation.

In the reading, we hear that the Christian message is
being received by many Gentiles in Antioch, but a
disagreement has come up about whether the new
Christians need to follow the Jewish practices,
including circumcision, in order to be a Christian. To
solve the issue, a delegation has been sent to ask
the apostles and elders in Jerusalem for a resolution.
Now, the answer has come, and people are hanging
in expectation of what the authoritative word will be.

We all know now what the answer was. The decision
was a pivotal moment for Christianity’s spread
among the Gentiles. Without it, the Church as we
know it today would probably not exist.

But notice how the decision was made: The issue
was discussed in the local community, and they saw
that its resolution was beyond their authority. So they
put together their case and took it to “headquarters”
in Jerusalem. The leaders there listened carefully to
what the delegation had to say. Then they (St. Peter,
St. James, and the others) considered it carefully,
prayed about it, invoked the Holy Spirit, and came to
a decision with the words: “It is the decision of the
Holy Spirit and of us...”

This event has been called “The Council of
Jerusalem,” and it is a model for the synodality and
sensitivity to the Spirit that is needed throughout the
church today in our changing times.

Charlie and his wife Barbara
have been parishioners for over
40 years, active in areas of
liturgy and education. He also
authored our web series on the
Synod on Synodality.

Para
resolver la cuestion, se ha enviado una delegacion a
Jerusalén para pedir a los apostoles y a los ancianos
una resolucién. Ahora, la respuesta ha llegado, y la
gente esta a la expectativa de cudl sera la palabra
autorizada.

Ahora todos sabemos cual ha sido la respuesta. La
decision fue un momento crucial para la expansion
del cristianismo entre los gentiles. Sin ella,

probablemente no existiria la Iglesia tal como la
conocemos hoy.

Pero observe como se tomo la decision: El tema fue
discutido en la comunidad local, y vieron que su
resolucion estaba mas alla de su autoridad. Asi que
reunieron sus argumentos y los llevaron al «cuartel
general» en Jerusalén. Los lideres escucharon
atentamente lo que la delegacion tenia que decir.
Entonces ellos (San Pedro, Santiago y los demas) lo
consideraron cuidadosamente, oraron al respecto,
invocaron al Espiritu Santo y llegaron a una decision
con las palabras: “El Espiritu Santo y nosotros hemos
decidido...”

A este acontecimiento se le ha llamado “El Concilio
de Jerusalén”, y es un modelo para la sinodalidad y
la sensibilidad al Espiritu que se necesita en toda la
Iglesia de hoy en nuestros tiempos cambiantes.

To Teach Who Christ Is - St. Mary Capital Campaign Recap

The To Teach Who Christ Is (TTWCI) capital
campaign at St. Mary Church ended last year. We
would like to sincerely thank all of the contributors for
their generosity!

At the onset of the TTWCI campaign, St. Mary and
St. Nicholas were still separate parishes; we had not
yet united to become St. John XXIII Parish. Therefore,
each parish ran an independent campaign, and the
funds from those campaigns remain dedicated to
capital projects at the respective legacy parish’s
campus—in other words, no mingling of funds!

This article will focus on the St. Mary campaign. The
TTWCI campaign at St. Nicholas took place during an
earlier “wave,” meaning it started and ended earlier
than the St. Mary campaign. The funds from the

St. Nicholas campaign have largely been spent.

At St. Mary, the TTWCI campaign began in 2019 and
formally ended in 2024. As with all Archdiocesan-led
capital campaigns, the funds from this campaign were
shared between the Archdiocese and the legacy

St. Mary Parish.

Total Campaign Contributions (2019-2024): $1.376 Million

Includes $1,735 in pre-campaign contributions

The Archdiocese gave St. Mary a goal of $735,000,
based on 130% of the offertory collection from the
previous year (2018). Of the first $735,000 raised,
40% would go to the Archdiocese and 60% would go
to St. Mary. All funds raised after reaching the goal
amount would go to St. Mary. Thanks to you, St. Mary
greatly exceeded the goal: parishioners pledged
$1.69 million! Of that $1.69 million, we received
$1.376 million, meaning that after meeting our
Archdiocesan obligation ($294,000), over $1.08
million was raised to fund capital projects at St. Mary.
As of May 8, 2025, $583,313 of the campaign funds
remain in St. Mary’s Archdiocesan bank account.

The charts below offer a breakdown of how the

St. Mary TTWCI capital campaign funds have been
spent thus far. The remaining funds will be used to
renovate the two towers at the front of the church and
to continue renovating the windows of the Children’s
Center building, which we now lease to the YMCA.

La campafia de recaudo Ensefiar quién es Cristo
(TTWCI) en la iglesia de Santa Maria finalizo el afio
pasado. Nos gustaria agradecer sinceramente a
todos los contribuyentes su generosidad.

La camparfia TTWCI comenzé antes de que las
parroquias de Santa Maria y San Nicolas se unieran
para convertirse en la Parroquia de San Juan XXIII.
Por lo tanto, cada parroquia llevo a cabo una
campana independiente, y los fondos de esas
campanas se dedicaron a los proyectos necesarios
en el campus de la respectiva parroquia legada—en
otras palabras, jno se mezclaron los fondos!

Este articulo se centra en la campana de Santa Maria.
