A Reflection

“Which of these three... was neighbor to the
robbers’ victim?” He answered, “The one
who treated him with mercy.”

- Luke 10:36-37a

“You shall love the Lord, your God,
with all your heart,

with all your being,

with all your strength,

and with all your mind,

and your neighbor as yourself.”

We hear the story of the good Samaritan, and, like
the questioning scholar, we probably know the
“right” answer: we can easily identify the Samaritan
as neighbor to the victimized man. But what does the
“right” answer mean for us in our daily lives?

Once we know who our neighbor is, how do we love
them? We are to love them as we love ourselves.
Each of us must examine what that means in our
own heart, being, strength, and mind.

Love your neighbor as yourself. Do we struggle to
love ourselves as God loves us? Do we see
ourselves the way God sees us? Do we respect
ourselves as one of God’s hand-knit masterpieces?
Do we live with the dignity of one of God’s creations?
How can we extend God’s love and mercy to others

if we do not feel loveable and worthy of mercy
ourselves?

Take a good look inside. We have all been broken
and battered by life. God sends his son Jesus into
the world to save us, to show us our worth as his
sons and daughters so that we can walk in his
footsteps.

We can see that the Samaritan does the right thing:
he treats the man he encounters as he would treat
himself—with mercy. We are to “go and do likewise.”

| am Fr. Deogratias Mbonyumugenzi, and | am
currently serving as a parish administrator at

St. Elizabeth of the Trinity Parish in Chicago. | am also
the mission representative of my home diocese, the
Catholic Diocese of Kabgayi. The Diocese of Kabgayi
is in the central region of Rwanda and is one of nine
Catholic dioceses in the country. | thank the
Archdiocese of Chicago Global Mission Office, the
Society for the Propagation of the Faith, and the

Rev. Jean-Philippe Lokpo for inviting me to share with
you the missionary work of my diocese.

In Rwanda, the Catholic Church remains a vital
source of healing, unity, and hope for a people who
have endure the consequences of the 1994 genocide.
Our diocese is facing the challenge of emerging sects
and the need for a new evangelization. We are also
facing an urgent need for spiritual and faith formation
for people who seek meaning, guidance, and a
deeper relationship with God, especially the youth and
the laypeople who lead our communities.

Last year, the Diocese of Kabgayi started a School of
Faith to provide ongoing formation to lay leaders so
they can more effectively teach the gospel, support
parish life, promote peace and reconciliation, and
bring Christ’s message of love and hope to even the
most remote villages. The program is one year long,
consisting of 16 weekends (Friday evening to Sunday
afternoon) spread out between October and June.
Each participating parish appoints two laypeople to
receive training through the program. Those two
laypeople will then train others in their respective
parishes.

We are appealing to you to help us train our lay
leaders. Your financial support will go toward
providing meals and accommodations for lay leader
trainees. This October, we will begin by training 62
leaders from 31 parishes. It only costs $30 per
weekend for meals and accommodations for one
trainee. However, that means that we need $30,000
to feed and accommodate 62 laypeople for all 16
weekends of the program. The diocese will be in
charge of transportation and training expenses.

Thank you so much for allowing me to share our joys
and our hopes with you. Your kindness, your prayers,
and your generosity truly make a difference.

Soy P. Deogratias Mbonyumugenzi, y actualmente
ejerzo como administrador parroquial en la parroquia
de Santa Isabel de la Trinidad, en Chicago. También
soy el representante misionero de mi didcesis de
origen, la diécesis catdlica de Kabgayi. La didcesis de
Kabgayi se encuentra en la region central de Ruanda
y es una de las nueve didcesis catolicas del pais. Doy
las gracias a la Oficina de Misiones Globales de la
Arquididcesis de Chicago, a la Sociedad para la
Propagacion de la Fe y al Rev. Jean-Philippe Lokpo
por invitarme a compartir con ustedes la labor
misionera de mi diécesis.

En Ruanda, la Iglesia catolica sigue siendo una fuente
vital de curacion, unidad y esperanza para un pueblo
que ha sufrido las consecuencias del genocidio de
1994. Nuestra didcesis se enfrenta al desafio de las
sectas emergentes y a la necesidad de una nueva
evangelizacion. También nos enfrentamos a una
necesidad urgente de formacion espiritual y de fe
para las personas que buscan sentido, orientacion y
una relacion mas profunda con Dios, especialmente
los jovenes y los laicos que dirigen nuestras
comunidades.

El afo pasado, la diécesis de Kabgayi puso en
marcha una Escuela de la Fe para ofrecer formacion
continua a los lideres laicos, de modo que puedan
ensefar el Evangelio con mayor eficacia, apoyar la
vida parroquial, promover la paz y la reconciliacion, y
llevar el mensaje de amor y esperanza de Cristo
incluso a las aldeas mas remotas. El programa dura
un ano y consta de 16 fines de semana (de viernes
por la noche a domingo por la tarde) repartidos entre
octubre y junio. Cada parroquia designara a dos
laicos para que reciban formacion a través del
programa. Esos dos laicos formaran a otros en sus
respectivas parroquias.

Les pedimos que nos ayuden a formar a nuestros
lideres laicos. Su apoyo financiero se destinara a
proporcionar comidas y alojamiento a los lideres
laicos en formacion. Este mes de octubre,
comenzaremos formando a 62 lideres de 31
parroquias. Las comidas y el alojamiento de un
participante solo cuestan $30 por fin de semana. Sin
embargo, eso significa que necesitamos $30,000

para alimentar y alojar a 62 laicos durante los 16 fines
de semana del programa. La diécesis se hara cargo
de los gastos de transporte y formacion.

Muchas gracias por permitirme compartir con
ustedes nuestras alegrias y nuestras esperanzas. Su
amabilidad, sus oraciones y su generosidad marcan
verdaderamente la diferencia.
