Have you ever come upon someone who is praying?
They may be quietly kneeling or sitting—perhaps
eyes closed—deep in a meditative conversation you
would never think of disturbing. Our gospel begins
with the phrase “Jesus was praying...” We can
imagine observing Jesus in His deep connection to
the Creator and the Holy Spirit. We can imagine how
Jesus looked, how He seemed to be experiencing a
place of depth and intimacy. We can imagine
wanting to experience His peace, love, and radiating
joy. And we can imagine, like one of his disciples,
saying, “Teach us to pray.” Indeed, wouldn’t we all
like to witness how Jesus prayed?

Jesus first answers by giving us Luke’s version of the
Our Father, more streamlined that the version in
Matthew’s Gospel. He teaches us to be intimate with
God, to give God a familial Name and to pronounce
that Name as Holy. Jesus invites us to live in the
present moment, to ask for our needs, our daily
bread (perhaps courage or strength or wisdom?),
one day at a time.

And then Jesus challenges us to live as people of

deep faith. Jesus insists we believe before, and as,
we pray that God WILL answer us. “Ask and you
WILL receive, seek and you WILL find, knock and the
door WILL be opened to you.” Jesus doesn’t say
when our prayers will be answered, but He insists we
pray knowing that we are in conversation with God,
who WILL, who does answer us.

Our job is to, as the saying goes, “Pray until you
pray.” We must persevere in our conversations with
God (as Abraham certainly did in the first reading
from Genesis). We must pray deeply, intimately,
knowing that our conversation is bi-directional and
that God WILL answer. Perseverance and patience
in prayer will open each of us to living for today,
believing God will “give the Holy Spirit to those who
ask.” What more could we desire?

¢Alguna vez te has encontrado con alguien que esté
rezando? Puede que esté arrodillado o sentado en
silencio, quizéa con los ojos cerrados, sumido en una
conversacion meditativa que nunca se te ocurriria
interrumpir. Nuestro evangelio comienza con la frase
“Jesus estaba orando”. Podemos imaginar a Jesus
en profunda conexion con el Creador y el Espiritu
Santo. Podemos imaginar cémo se veia Jesus, como
parecia estar experimentando un lugar de intimidad y
profundidad. Podemos imaginar que queremos
experimentar su paz, su amor y su alegria radiante. Y
podemos imaginarnos, como uno de sus discipulos,
diciendo: “Enséfanos a orar”. De hecho, ¢no nos
gustaria a todos ser testigos de como oraba Jesus?

Jesus responde primero dandonos la version de
Lucas del Padrenuestro, mas simplificada que la
version del Evangelio de Mateo. Nos ensefa a ser
intimos con Dios, a darle un nombre familiar y a
pronunciar ese nombre como santo. Jesus nos invita
a vivir el momento presente, a pedir nuestras
necesidades, nuestro pan de cada dia (¢ quizas valor,
fuerza o sabiduria?), un dia a la vez.

Y luego Jesus nos desafia a vivir como personas de
fe profunda. Jesus insiste en que creamos antes de
orar, y mientras oramos, que Dios nos respondera.
“Pidan y se les dara, busquen y encontraran, toquen
y se les abrird.” Jesus no dice cuando seran
respondidas nuestras oraciones, pero insiste en que
recemos sabiendo que estamos en conversacion con
Dios, que nos respondera, que nos escucha.

Nuestra tarea es, como dice el refran, “Rezar hasta
qgue se reza”. Debemos perseverar en nuestras
conversaciones con Dios (como sin duda hizo
Abraham en la primera lectura del Génesis).
Debemos orar profundamente, intimamente,
sabiendo que nuestra conversacion es bidireccional
y que Dios respondera. La perseverancia y la
paciencia en la oracién nos abriran a cada uno de
nosotros a vivir el presente, creyendo que Dios “dara
el Espiritu Santo a quienes se lo pidan”. ; Qué mas
podriamos desear?

To do this
work, the Coordinator must have specific qualities
and gifts, including a listening presence, compassion
and empathy, a non-judgmental mindset,
confidentiality, commitment and follow-through,
prayerfulness, a gentle demeanor, and a commitment
to continuous training and spiritual development.
Candidates should be highly organized and proactive
and have extensive experience with volunteer
coordination and pastoral care ministries, either as a
minister or an administrator. Proficiency in both
English and Spanish is preferred.
