Three songs caught my attention in these seasons of 

Advent and Christmas. One, a setting of Psalm 4, 

Enlighten Our Eyes, with its refrain, "Lord, may the 

joy of your face enlighten our eyes," keeps running 

through my mind. I was humming and praying along 

with this psalm while riding the train and was struck 

by all the faces. Some old, some young, some bored 

on their way to work, a family with children excited on 

their trip into Chicago, and I had one of those little 

epiphanies -- that each of us bears the face of God 

and whether we are personally radiating joy or not, 

that fact itself is a joy that can enlighten the eyes of 

each of us when we recognize it.  

The other two songs have to do with our senses and 

the ways that God reveals himself to us through 

them, the Christmas carol, "Do You Hear What I 

Hear?" and a contemporary Christian song, "Come 

Holy Spirit", by Bryan Duncan.   

Bryan Duncan sings, "Come as a wisdom to children, 

come as new sight to the blind, come, Lord, as 

strength to my weakness, take me soul, body and 

mind; come as a rest to the weary, come as a balm 

for the sore, come as a dew to my dryness, fill me 

with joy evermore."  

The Christmas carol asks, D̄o you hear what I hear, 

do you see what I see?° Each of us hears and sees 

things differently, yet it is the one God calling and 

revealing God®s self to us. As the season of 

Christmas continues, I encourage you to take a 

deeper look, to listen more closely, for the many 

ways that Christ is coming into the world and to 

continue to keep looking and listening after this 

season is over.
