A Reflection

The Lord is my shepherd; there is nothing |
shall want.

-Ps23:1
The first reading offers a path forward to the people
of Israel in the days following the crucifixion.
Mourning and likely feeling lost in the wake of the
death of Jesus, Peter exhorts the “whole house of
Israel to recognize the Jesus whom you crucified, to
repent and be baptized, to be forgiven this sin and
receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.” An opportunity, a
promise is offered on that day and for many
generations to come to find forgiveness and choose
salvation through their choice of baptism and its
imposition of the spirit. “3000 opted to make that
choice” though it is implied that others did not.

The promise of unconditional love in God, forgiveness
and salvation is conferred on each of us in Baptism
and nurtured in the image of the Good Shepherd
meeting all our wants or needs. The Psalm is a paean
to the gifts from this loving shepherd offering rest,
repose, refreshment, guiding us in darkness from
fear, imparting courage and anointing us for battle. To
accept these gifts is to live in “the house of the Lord

all my days.” Making that simple choice yields rich
rewards.

In the gospel, the analogy of the shepherd comes to
fruition: follow the known voice to maintain safety and
salvation receive all those gifts noted in the Psalm.
Yet, for me, we are more than sheep. Following as
sheep feels docile, passive, simple and belies the
grace imparted through Baptism to follow Jesus each
day. | may want for nothing through the gifts imparted
by the shepherd, yet life is ever complicated and the
challenge to follow evil alluded to in the first reading is
never far away. The challenge to follow the shepherd
demands nurturing the gifts of Spirit in community
and Eucharist, not just following as sheep.

Una reflexion

I El Sefior es mi pastor, nada me faltara. En el Evangelio, la analogia del pastor cobra sentido:
- Sal23,1  seguirlavoz conocida para mantener la seguridad y la

salvacion, y recibir todos esos dones mencionados en
el Salmo. Sin embargo, para mi, somos mas que
ovejas. Seguir como ovejas me parece docil, pasivo,
simplista y contradice la gracia impartida a través del
Bautismo para seguir a Jesus cada dia. Puede que no
me falte nada gracias a los dones impartidos por el
pastor, pero la vida es siempre complicada y el desafio
de seguir al mal, al que se alude en la primera lectura,
nunca esta lejos. El desafio de seguir al pastor exige
cultivar los dones del Espiritu en la comunidad y en la
Eucaristia, no solo seguir como ovejas.

La primera lectura ofrece un camino a seguir al pueblo
de Israel en los dias dispues de la crucifixion. En medio
del dolor y probablemente sintiéndose perdidos tras la
muerte de Jesus, Pedro exhorta a “toda la casa de
Israel a reconocer al Jesus a quien crucificasteis, a
arrepentiros y a bautizaros, para que se os perdone
este pecado y recibais el don del Espiritu Santo.” Ese
dia se ofrece una oportunidad, una promesa, para que
muchas generaciones venideras encuentren el perdon
y elijan la salvacion a través del bautismo y la
imposicion del Espiritu. “3000 optaron por tomar esa
decision,” aunque se da a entender que otros no lo
hicieron.

La promesa del amor incondicional de Dios, el perdony
la salvacion se nos confiere a cada uno de nosotros en
el bautismo y se nutre a imagen del Buen Pastor, que
satisface todos nuestros deseos y necesidades. El
salmo es un himno a los dones de este pastor amoroso
que ofrece descanso, reposo y refrigerio, que nos guia
en la oscuridad lejos del miedo, que nos infunde valor y
nos unge para la batalla. Aceptar estos dones es vivir
en “la casa del Sefior todos mis dias.” Tomar esa
sencilla decision reporta ricas recompensas.

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A Message from Equality for Women in
the Church (EWC) at St. John XXIII

On this Vocations Sunday, as we pray for an increase
in priestly vocations, we are invited to widen our
understanding of vocation itself beginning with the
grace of our Baptism. Through Baptism, each of us is
called into the life of Christ and shares in his priestly,
prophetic, and kingly mission. This baptismal
priesthood is not reserved for a few, but entrusted to
all the faithful. It is lived out in our daily lives through
prayer, service, acts of love, and our commitment to
the Gospel.

The Church continues to reflect on how our
understanding of [ordained] priesthood can be more
inclusive. Recently, several Cardinals have voiced
support for a renewed vision of the priesthood.
Notable members of the Magisterium, most
recently, Jean-Claude Hollerich, SJ, Cardinal
Archbishop of Luxembourg, has advocated for the
ordination of women.

Today, we also acknowledge that Catholic women are
called by God to full participation in the Church. We
pray for greater recognition of the baptismal equality
of women and for the removal of all barriers
preventing their God-given right to full inclusion in
ministry and leadership within the Catholic Church.
